1.8 Supervision of children on outings and visits

Policy statement

Children benefit from being taken out of the setting to go on visits or trips to local parks or other suitable venues for activities which enhance their learning experiences. We encourage parents/carers to accompany their child on outings. Staff in our setting ensure that there are procedures to keep children safe on outings; all staff and volunteers are aware of and follow the procedures below.

Procedures

· Parents sign a general consent form when an outing is planned which will include a parent/carer or an adult accompanying a child on an outing. We do not normally take children out of the setting as a part of the daily activities of the setting, as we have safe and secure out door play area.
· There is a risk assessment for each venue carried out, which is reviewed regularly.

· Parents are always asked to company their child on specific major outings. Happy Tots will assist towards the cost of entry for the child and transport costs.
· Outings are recorded in an outings record book kept in the setting office stating:

· The date and time of outing.

· The venue and mode of transport.

· Names of staff assigned to named children.

· Time of return.

· Staff are supplied with tissues, wipes, pants etc as well as a mini first aid pack, snacks and water. The amount of equipment will vary and be consistent with the venue and the number of children as well as how long they will be out for.

· Records are kept of the vehicles used to transport children, with named drivers and appropriate insurance cover.

· Two first aid trained staff will accompany children and adults on outings.
