Procedures

Children's personal safety
· We ensure all employed staff has been checked for criminal records by an enhanced disclosure from the Criminal Records Bureau.

· All children are supervised by adults at all times and Ofsted recommended ratio of children/adults is maintained.
· Whenever children are on the premises at least one adult is present.

· We carry out risk assessment to ensure children are not made vulnerable within any part of our premises, nor by any activity.

Security
· Systems are in place for the safe arrival and departure of children. 

· The times of the children's arrivals and departures are recorded in the register
· The arrival and departure times of adults - staff, volunteers and visitors - are recorded.

· Our systems prevent unauthorised access to our premises by unauthorised persons.

· Our systems prevent children from leaving our premises unnoticed.

· The personal possessions of staff and volunteers are securely stored in lockers during sessions.

We do not allow any unauthorised person onto the premises without a prior appointment. For potential families who wish to view the premises this will also be done by appointment only. Parents/Carers who call into the setting may be given a prospectus and enrolment form and be made a further appointment to view the premises. Friends and family of staff and committee will not be allowed access onto the premises whilst session is in force.
